Homestay-Plus is generally of a higher standard 

than Homestay and off ers a private bathroom.

Newlands Campus
The host-families for students who attend 

school in Newlands are located along the 

MetroRail line between the suburbs of Ob-

servatory and Plumstead. Students either walk 

to school directly, or walk to the nearest station 

and use MetroRail to reach the school, the city 

centre or the beaches. Also see the map for the 

location of families.

As Good Hope Studies is the only major lan-

guage school in the southern suburbs, the fam-

ilies receive students exclusively from us. This 

enables us to ensure a high quality of families.

City Centre Campus
The host-families for students who attend 

school in the city centre are located in 

residential areas around the city, the Atlantic 

seaboard and the southern suburbs (also see 

the map for the location of families). Students 

use public transport (mostly buses) to get to 

school. No families are available within walking 

distance as the city is mainly a commercial dis-

trict. Most families in the city and the seaboard 

live in fl ats.
